     Camp programs are listed by date, not by title.
     Only the programs a camper is eligible for will be visible.

Make a $100 non-refundable deposit on the camper’s account.
     Full payment is due 7 days prior to the start of the session.
     Camp 24 and On-Site Day Camp require payment IN FULL to be registered.​​

All “incomplete” status
registrations will be cleared from
your account after 30 days.

Registration for Family Camp
requires our office to set up a
family account FIRST if any of
your children have come to camp
previously or if you are a donor.

A status of “waitlisted” means the
program is full. A camper may
stay on the waitlist or choose a
different program. Those
choosing to stay on the waitlist
will be contacted by camp if a
spot becomes available.
